Our project goal is to build a coalition and partnerships with community
members, organizations, and services delivery providers to improve and
develop a comprehensive, integrated, culturally responsive system of care for
our Al/AN children, youth, and families in King County.

While the needs assessment tells us “what” needs to be
done, this year we will be working on the plan for “how” it will be done and
“when” we may see real outcomes or benefits.

We continue to invite our youth, parents, spiritual leaders, family advocate’s
and Elders to join these efforts by attending the Community Advisory Board
(CAB). The CAB meets once a month (days and times vary) with the Circles of
Care Team and Professionals.
