The Chemical Dependency Professional (CDP) is responsible for the delivery of effective treatment services to the assigned caseload(s), participation in the development and design of effective treatment and prevention activities, delivery of Alcohol/drug education services to patient, family, and community, and the responsibility for case management relating to counselor and patient activities.  The Chemical Dependency Professional (CDP) reports to CD Service Manager. 
1) Provide assessments that shall include personal history; abuse history; physical, social, psychological, and spiritual evaluations as needed.

2) Develop and implement a comprehensive alcohol/drug treatment plan for each assigned client, based on determined needs.  Perform case management services.

3) Implement specific individual and group counseling sessions for the client and his/her family.

4) Utilize community resources as may be needed to assist the client in plans for education, vocational training, employment, etc.

5) Assist clients to schedule activities for personal, social, and emotional rehabilitation.

6) Coordinate and serve as liaison with courts, probation officers, and/or social service agencies, as needed for the individual client.

7) Maintain all patient records in accordance with the policies of SIHB and funding agencies.

8) Perform counseling duties as assigned in the primary, intermediate care, outpatient care, and outreach or aftercare.  Maintain assigned case load.

9) Identify client health needs and refer to other SIHB and external services as needed.

10) Maintain confidentiality of client records; ensure file maintenance.

11) Complete in an accurate and timely manner client charting and reporting forms.  Submit reporting forms as requested by Data Coordinator.

12) Maintain State CDP requirements including ADIS certification.

13) Other duties as assigned related to position.
