Primary Job Duties Include:

This position is responsible for developing and implementing individual and group outreach for children with the specific intent of providing access to Medicaid and other DSHS services.

Other duties are listed below.

1. Conduct outreach and case finding activities to identify children to participate in events and obtain access to care.

2. Coordinate the delivery of Medicaid-covered services and resources for clients and ensure that eligible clients are enrolled in Medicaid.

3. Coordinate outreach activities with other agencies and complete projects as assigned.

4. Coordinate “Kid’s Night Out” events and activities.

5. Work with other SIHB departments to fulfill contract requirements and coordinate activities with other outreach workers.

6. Assist children in obtaining needed medical, social and behavioral health services and serve as a client advocate.  Accompany clients to outside referral appointments as assigned.

7. Assist in contacting and tracking children to offer resources and access care.

8. Document encounters, outreach activities logs and complete all required forms and reports.

Qualifications:

Education:  BA/BS degree in health related field or high school diploma/equivalent with two years relevant experience can substitute for degree requirement.

Experience:  Ability to conduct street outreach and identify with target populations required.  Ability to work independently and with a team required.  Familiarity with the health and social issue of the American Indian/Alaska Native population and a desire to serve this population.  Knowledge of Medicaid, Medicare and other public insurance sources preferred.  Knowledge of King County American Indian/Alaska Native (AI/AN) community and knowledge of cultural and health issues preferred.
Necessary Special Requirements:

Must pass background investigation.  This position works in the field, does home visits and travels throughout the community, for this reason, a valid Washington State License and dependable, insured vehicle required.  Current food handler’s permit required.
Necessary Special Requirements:  The selected candidate must pass a thorough background investigation.
